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· Parking minimums hinder small scale/infill developments. More space is given to parking lots than to the actual development needed

· Parking lots in transit oriented sites are even less utilized since residents usually don’t own as many cars and rely more on the public transit.
· This study seeks to identify whether carsharing provides a viable means to reduce parking requirements for low to medium density infill development in transit station areas, and what policy mechanisms would effectively link parking requirements to carsharing.

· Study looks at what are the potential demographic groups that would utilize a carshare program

· Case studies were within 1 mile of 4 East Bay BART stations
