Annotated Bibliography:  Report made on the participatory planning workshop series for Topilla Shore 2 site, how it was implemented and the results of each activity. The two activities- virtual walking tour and future mapping and role playing are very helpful and malleable enough to be applied to a variety of TOD planning processes. However, the report was not clear on who the workshops were geared towards.
